Birincil psikopati, empati yoksunlugu, duyarsizlik, acimasizlik, sugluluk ve / veya pigmanlik
eksikligi ve yilizeysel duygulanim gibi 6zelliklerle karakterize edilirken, ikincil psikopati,
antisosyal yagam tarzi, diirtiisellik, erken donem davranis sorunlari, sorumsuzluk, uzun
vadeli planlama eksikligi ve saldirganlik gibi 6zellikleri igermektedir.

Klinik gézlemler, psikopatinin 4 olasi alt tipi oldugunu ileri stirmiistiir: narsistik, borderline,
sadist ve antisosyal.

From The Editor

Psychopathy, the dark side of personality, is considered a continuous construct. It has been
noted that the distinction between psychopathic tendencies in clinical or forensic samples
and those at the subclinical level is based on quantitative criteria such as the severity,
prevalence, and frequency of these behaviors rather than their content.

Primary psychopathy is characterized by traits such as lack of empathy, insensitivity,
ruthlessness, lack of guilt and/or remorse, and superficial affectivity, while secondary
psychopathy includes traits such as an antisocial lifestyle, impulsivity, early behavioral
problems, irresponsibility, lack of long-term planning, and aggression.

Clinical observations have suggested four possible subtypes of psychopathy: narcissistic,
borderline, sadistic, and antisocial.

A research article exploring this topic is published in this issue. I anticipate it will be read
with interest.
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
